General Construction:  
I am adding this segment again for those that may not have seen it the first times I posted it. 
Construction projects around town can sometimes seem annoying and we may feel inconvenienced 
in some way, but the inconvenience is temporary, and the improvements are long term. We can look 
around our community and see the massive amounts of investment coming in to continue building up 
our home. It is great to see new things being built and infrastructure being improved. This is all proof 
that people believe in our community and want to see it grow and thrive into the future. If you are 
seeing locate flags in your yard or the right-of-way in front of your property, chances are there is a 
project headed your way. Please leave the flags when you are able and mow around them when 
possible. Please drive slowly in construction areas—keep an eye out for workers and 
machinery. Restoration of completed digging projects will follow upon completion of work in each 
project quadrant. Restoration includes adding topsoil and grass seeding to previously excavated areas. 
  

Highway 21 Project: 
The IDOT & contractors will be in town starting next week to complete the remaining road repairs from Dollar General 
through the 4-way stop to El Catrin. The 4-way stop intersection will be closed until completion. Through traffic will be 
detoured to Highway 63. Please find alternate routes around town to give the workers room during construction. The crew 
will also be repairing the roadway where we had the recent water main break on the south side between 6

th
 and 7

th
 street. 

  

Alliant Energy - Gas Build-out Updates: 
Several neighborhoods around town will be getting new upgraded natural gas mains and services. Please be 
communicative with Alliant and respond to their letters, calls, and door tags to ensure your home does not lose service. 
Their intention is to replace the service lines with little to no interruption in service. We all want these projects to go 
smoothly so they can get their work done. 
  

Mainstreet Parking: 
We are still receiving reports regarding the lack of parking in the downtown central business district. Many of the folks that 
are struggling to find parking are older and/or have limited mobility. I would like to ask any business owners/managers to 
consider asking staff that work downtown all day to not park in front of other storefronts.  
  

Street Numbers: 
A very important component to your home or business is having the correct address number displayed in a location visible 
from the street. This topic has come up several times by citizens, mail carriers, and parcel services like UPS and FedEx. 
Over the years as siding has been replaced or other improvements have taken place the address numbers have been 
removed from houses, businesses, and mailboxes. Emergency services also rely heavily on address numbers when 
responding to calls. The City Council asked me to start communicating these things to the community to help increase 
awareness of the issue. Please check to make sure your address number is clearly displayed on your mailbox, home or 
business.  
There are municipal penalties for not having address numbers clearly displayed. We would like to give people a chance to 
get this accomplished before the City starts sending out letters and engaging in enforcement actions.  
  

Animals At Large: 
I have been posting messages and articles here and there about some issues we are having in several areas of town with 
stray cats or animals running at large. To ensure that all animals are in a safe environment and protected from traffic and 
other dangers, please do not allow pets to run at large or leave your property. Please be good neighbors and help support 
the critters of Belle Plaine. 
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
